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Greetings from ICAR-DWR

In spite of the limitations posed by the
COVID-19 pandemic, agriculture was the only bright
spot with 3.4% growth during 2020-21. This has
happened due to the combined efforts of the Indian
farmers, scientists and the policy makers. The
country has produced all-time record food grains
(305 million tons) during this period. Weeds are one
of the major biotic stresses, causing a serious threat to
agriculture and biodiversity. The adoption of
integrated weed management (IWM) technologies to
tackle the weed problems have played an immense
role in minimizing the severity of weeds, enhancing
crop productivity and profitability, and making
agriculture sustainable.

During January-June, 2021, efforts have
been made to strengthen the research and extension
activities of the Institute despite the restrictions of
second wave of the novel coronavirus disease. Fast
invasion of Alternanthera paronychioideshas been
observed from bunds to crop fields throughout the
year, posing a serious threat in upland crops. Post-
emergence application of fluazifop-p-ethyl (11.1%) +
fomesafen (11%) (ready-mix) at 220 g/ha at 15-20
days after sowing provided broad-spectrum weed
control in blackgram. Conservation agriculture-
based rice-wheat-greengram system with IWM
technologies has been adopted by >750 farmers in
more than 300 ha area in different districts of Madhya
Pradesh. The mobile app 'HerbCal' developed by the
Directorate has been largely appreciated.

During the period, a series of events such as
inauguration of Training-cum-Farmers Hostel, Kisan
Paricharcha, Gosthis, Training-cum-Exposure visits,
Workshop on Weed Management in Vegetable
Crops, International Women's Day, World Water
Day, Directorate's Foundation Day, World
Environment Day, International Yoga Day, etc. were
organized by the Directorate. In addition, XXIX
Institute Management Committee meeting, XXII
Research Advisory Committee meeting, XXVIII
Annual Review Meeting of AICRP on Weed
Management and Institute Research Committee
meeting of the Directorate were also organized
successfully. To commensurate with the Govt. of
India's mission “Bharat ka Amrut Mahotsav”
commemorating 75 years of India's Independence,
the Directorate in collaboration with Indian Society of
Weed Science, organized series of webinars and
training programmes on weed management. To
strengthen the collaborative research, the Directorate
has signed MoUs with various ICAR Institutes, SAUs
and Industries. I congratulate the editorial team and
other members for timely publication of this
Directorate's Newsletter.

ICAR-Directorate of Weed Research, Jabalpur
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upland ecosystem
Pijush Kanti Mukherjee
Alternanthera paronychioides A. St.-Hil. (Smooth joyweed)
is ubiquitous and very much aggressive in upland ecosystems.
The studies conducted at the Directorate showed that it has wide
range of adaptive capacity and appears in almost all crops
throughout the year. Besides large seed production capacity, it
also has the capacity to multiply through vegetative means. The
new growth from nodal regions of the fragmented weed is
considered as an important character. Repeated tillage operations
provided the basis for distribution of the weed within the field
and dissemination from one place to other places. Appearance of
the weed on bunds and field boundaries, invasion into the field
from bunds and field boundaries, fragmentation and distribution
of the weed into the field due to repeated tillage operations are the
important events facilitating invasion of the weed from non-crop
situation to the field crops. The conservative estimate reveals that
a single plant of this weed produces 903 to 4326 seeds with faster
growth of lateral branches attributing its lateral invasion
potential. Although its other species (A. sessilis, A. polygonoides)
are prevailing in the ecosystem, aggressive nature of A.
paronychioides has outsmarted them resulting in their scattered
distribution. The initial appraisal reveals that it is sensitive to the
submerged condition; however, alternate wetting and drying
triggers its rapid emergence. The pre-emergence application of
atrazine 1 kg/ha and pendimethalin (38.7% CS) 0.678 kg/ha
effectively controlled Alternanthera paronychioides in maize up
to45 days after sowing.
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Post-emergence herbicide to control weeds in

blackgram
VK Choudhary and RP Dubey
Blackgram is a short duration pulse crop and it can easily
be accommodated as summer crop in the rice-wheat cropping
system. However, it is often infested with Echinochloa colona,
Digitaria sanguinalis, Paspalidium flavidum, Trianthema
portulacastrum, Portulaca oleracea, Euphorbia geniculata, Tridax
procumbens, etc. Based on the severity of infestation, these weeds
may reduce the blackgram seed yield by 49-90%.

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Therefore, a post-emergence ready-mix herbicide fluazifop-p-
ethyl (11.1%) + fomesafen (11%) was tested at 220 g/ha for
broad-spectrum weed control. This herbicide is absorbed by
foliage as well as roots; and inhibits the lipid formation and

protoporphyrinogen oxidase
enzyme. This herbicide provided
excellent control of weeds and was
superior over pre-emergence
application of pendimethalin at 678
g/ha, post-emergence application of
imazethapyr at 100 g/ha, quizalofop
at 50 g/ha. It showed a yield
advantages of 35% over control (0.65
t/ha) and 15% over imazethapyr at
100 g/ ha treatments.
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Evaluation of herbicides for weed management in

safflower
RP Dubey, VK Choudhary and Chethan CR
Safflower (Carthamus tinctorius L.), popularly known as
kusum or kardi, is an important minor oilseed crop grown in India
for its high value edible oil (24-36%) and florets for extraction of
orange red dye. Weed management is often neglected in this
crop. Uncontrolled weeds may reduce the seed yield by 34-50%.
Chemical control with herbicides is not very much popular due to
want of selective herbicides in safflower. A field experiment was
conducted during Rabi 2020-21 to evaluate pre and post
emergence herbicides for weed management in safflower. The
dominant weed flora in the field comprised of Paspalidium
flavidum, Cyperus rotundus, Medicago denticulata, Dinebra
retroflexa, Physalis minima, Convolvulus arvensis and Sonchus
Preliminary studies revealed that application of
oxadiargyl 100 g, metribuzin 200, quizalofop 75 g/ha, atrazin 750
g/ha, and pendimethalin 675 g/ha effectively controlled the
weeds and produced higher seed yields of 3.0, 2.9, 2.6, 2.5 and 2.3
t/ha, respectively. Propaquizafop + imazethapyr 100 g/ha
exhibited acceptable phytotoxicity initially, however, the crop
recovered fully and produced seed yield of 2.6 t/ha. The hand
weeded plots recorded a yield of 2.7 t/ha, as compared to 0.7 t/ha
inunweeded condition.

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Economic and environmental benefit of
conservation agriculture- based farming
PK Singh, VK Choudhary and Chethan CR
Integrated weed management technology has been
developed in CA-based rice-wheat-greengram system to reduce
the cost of production, enhance system productivity, profitability
and sustainability of farmers. This technology has been adopted
by 750 no. of farmers of Jabalpur, Seoni, Katni, Mandla,
Narsinghpur and Damoh districts of Madhya Pradesh covering
an area of 300 ha, and resulted in an average increase in yield by
18.3%, 36 % and 42% respectively in rice, wheat and greengram
over farmers practice. This has generated an additional income of
21.5 millions. In addition, this technology has also helped in
reducing environmental pollution. A total emission of 39674.26
kg/ha of CO,, 2654.73 kg/ha of air pollutants were avoided and
50.25x10" MJ/ha of energy potential was created by not burning
the preceding crop residue. The demonstrated technology was
practiced in an area of 300 ha per cropping season during 2020-21,
which utilized 1406 ton of crop residue as mulch instead of
burning at farmers' fields. Thus, a total emission of 2999.46 tons of
CO, and 199.28 tons of air pollutants were avoided and 77.16x10°
M] of energy potential was created by introducing conservation
agriculture in 300 ha of land area under rice-wheat-greengram
cropping system.

« To solve this problem, Directorate has developed a mobile
app named 'DWR-HerbCal'. Using the app, excessive and
under-dose can be prevented and appropriate weed control
canbe achieved irrespective of field size.

« In this app, from the drop-down menu the farmer has to
select season, crop and name of herbicide.

« After that farmer/stakeholder has to enter only area of his
farm and formulation of herbicide.

+ The app will automatically calculate the amount of herbicide
and quantity of water to be taken for spray.
